Perfect weather conditions made for a great
day as 43 competitors took to the water and a total of 17
different fish species were caught in this catch and release
competition.

£999. On the day it was thought that Amos was the overall
winner, but later identification of an additional species from John

In second place was David Lear who won a colour GPS
Humminbird fishfinder and in third place David Harrison
received an Escape buoyancy aid. Additional consolation and
fun prizes were given to anglers who had made their own
unique contribution to what was a highly enjoyable event.
